Children are more observant and 
inquisitive than we give them credit for. 
Often, what they see is overlooked by

of life and if they are encouraged to write 
it down, the result will definitely bowl 
over many enlightened minds.

The Diary of Anna Frank, an eternal 
bestseller, was written by a thirteen-year-
old. Thus, even a personal dairy written 
by a child in simple language can be an 
eye-opener for the world. 

Children should be allowed to express 
themselves without harping on grammar 
or spellings.  All this takes care of itself 
as the child develops a command over 
the language. Their writing should be 
appreciated so that they are encouraged 
to write more. The parents, friends and 
teachers are the people who can give an 
impetus to the child and guide him / her 
on this path.

Writing has many 
advantages. Not only 
does it help children to 
be creative but it is an 
avenue to express their 
innermost feelings.
